PATHS - HISTORIC LINE , SURFACE & CAMBER THROUGHOUT THE GARDENS
The line, and camber of Mawson's drives and walks are distinctive and typical of
their period - path margins have lost their line and edging in places and and
surface gravel dressings have migrated. Seek to redefine path edges to
Mawson's principles and where possible remark with stone edging / rock work
as noted above. Assess the provenance of the existing surface gravel and
replace making good base courses as required.
