It was decided that 6 signs prohibiting the 
exercising of dogs should be ordered and installed around

RESOLVED. The Hygiene review forwarded by the Parish 
Clerk was discussed and it’s proposal rejected as the high 
expense was considered unnecessary.

does need a bin and an ordinary bin will be obtained. 
 

RESOLVED Three estimates for the new doors were 
compared.  The trader who gave the most competitive 
price had suggested that hardwood doors should be used, 

and that these should be painted, but the estimate did 
not include these.  The committee agreed about the 

hardwood doors, but that they should be stained not 
painted, and that the trader should be asked to provide

STREET LIGHTS  
 
A review of Parish Street Lighting has been undertaken 

by Cumbria County Council, the Cumbria Dark Skies 
Project Officer and SL.  5 lights were recommended for 

removal, but removing them would be far more 
expensive than retaining them. 
 

RESOLVED. Various street lights were identified which 
have 80W bulbs that could be replaced with 20W items.   

SL will obtain a price for two of these, one in Weavers 
Yard, and one at the Spar end of Guldrey. This will give 
us an idea of how many we can do.  It was noted that 

some funding should be available from the Dark Skies 
Project. 

 
HANDY PERSON  
 

The following jobs were identified for the Handy Person 
over the course of the year :- 

 
• Bus Shelter at Morphets needs staining. 
• Benches need staining. 

• Maintenance of the People’s Hall Car Park garden.
